AZARA, September 28: A free health camp was organized by
NSS Unit 3, School of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Tezpur campus,
Girijananda Chowdhury University, Assam in anticipation of
World Pharmacists Day 2024 at Bishnu Jyoti M.E. School, B.P.
Tiniali, Tezpur, on 19th September. The event was aimed at
providing basic health check-ups and medical advice to the local
community, including students and residents from surrounding
areas. The health camp was a collaborative effort between a
qualified team of eight doctors from Tezpur Medical College and
Hospital, Thyrocare Patholab along with active NSS volunteers
with the primary focus on promoting health awareness and early
diagnosis of common ailments. The program was convened by
Mr. Farak Ali, Convenor, NSS Unit 3 along with the support of
NSS faculty members Ms. Shahnaz Alom, Dr. Rajat Subhra Dutta
and Mr. Naba Jyoti Kalita of SOPS Tezpur. The program was
organised to commemorate World Pharmacists Day, which is
observed on September 25 every year to acknowledge the
critical role that pharmacists play in the healthcare system.
